ORDINANCE NO. F-1176
AN ORDINANCE ASCERTAINING PREVAILING WAGE RATES

WHEREAS, the State of Illinois hasenacted "An Act regulating wages of |aborers,
mechanicsand other workers employed in any public works by the state, county, city of any
public body or any political subdivisionor by any one under contract for public works,"

approved June 26,1941, asamended, (820 ILCS 13011 et seq. as amended by Public Acts 86-799
and 86-693) and

WHEREAS, the aforesaid Act requiresthat the City Council of the City of Wheaton,
[llinois, investigateand ascertain the prevailing rate of wages as defined in said Act for laborers,
mechanicsand other workersin the locality of said City employed in performingconstruction of
any public works, for said City.

NOW THEREFORE, BE IT ORDAINED by the Mayor and City Council of the City of
Wheaton, lllinois

Section 1: To theextent and as required by "An Act regulating wages of 1aborers,
mechanicsand other workers employed in any public works by State, county, city or any public
body or any political subdivisionor by any one under contract for public works," approved June
26, 1941, as amended, the general prevailingrate of wagesin thislocality for laborers,
mechanicsand other workers engaged in construction of public works coming under the
jurisdiction of the City is hereby ascertained to be the same as the prevailing rate of wagesfor
construction work in the DuPage County area as determined by the Department of Labor of the
State of Illinoisas of June of the current year, acopy of that determination being attached hereto
and incorporated herein by reference. As required by said Act, any and all revisionsof the
prevailing rate of wages by the Department of Labor of the State of I1linois shall supersedethe
Department's June determination and apply to any and all public works construction undertaken
by the City. Thedefinition of any terms appearing in this ordinance which are also used in
aforesaid Act shall be the samein said Act.

Section 2 Nothing herein contained shall be construed to apply said general prevailing
rate of wages as herein ascertained to any work or employment except public works construction
of the City to theextent required by the aforesaid Act.

Section 3. The City Clerk shall publicly post or keep availablefor inspection by any
interested party in the main office of the City thisdeterminationor any revisionsof such
prevailing rate of wage. A copy of thisdeterminationor of the current revised determination of
prevailing rate of wages then in effect shall be attached to all contract specifications.

Section 4: The City Clerk shall mail a.copy Of this determination to- any employer, and to-
any association of employersand to any person or association ot'employeeswho have filed their
names and addresses, requesting copies of any determination stating the particular rates and the
particular class of workers whose wages will be affected by such rates.



Section 5: The City Clerk shall promptly file a certified copy of this ordinance with both
the Secretary of State Lndex Division and the Department of Labor of the State of Illinois.

Section 6: The City Clerk shall cause to be published in a newspaper of genera
circulation within the area a copy of thisordinance, and such publication shall constitute notice
that the determination is effective and that this is the determination of this public body.
